-communicate regularly with treasurer to ensure participants are registered correctly
-observe the FCA website to ensure work  shop information is accurate

-provide participants with receipts on day of workshop

Supplies

-get supply list from artist

-one month prior order supplies from the Kensington Art Supply Store
-send out supply list to all participants at least one week prior to workshop
-purchase snacks for the workshop

Hosting Workshop

-ensure artist has booked ho tel Sandman Inn

-Drive artist to and from workshop

-introduce artist Friday night

-assist in the set up of studio for the weekend workshop

-facillitate workshop, support artist in timing of activities, generally making sure participants
and artist are havi ng an enjoyable learning experience

Administrative Duties

-participate on the executive board

-document all expenses on provided forms for the treasurer
-provide payment to Instructors, KAS, etc
